The purpose of this communication is to provide you with advance notification as required by the 
Federal Worker Adjustment and Retraining Notification Act, 29 U.S.C. §2101 et seq., and 
applicable state requirements, if any,  and related Department of Labor regulations, (“collectively 
referred to as WARN”) that a “plant closing” as defined by WARN, will occur at the Macy’s Salem 
Center store located at 400 High Street NE, Salem, Oregon, 97301. The entire store is closing. 
Job eliminations are permanent and will occur between March 18th and March 31st, 2025.  

Enclosed is the list of job titles of positions expected to be affected at this time and the number 
of affected employees in each job classification. Information about benefits will be made 
available to impacted employees as well as information about the opportunity to transfer to open 
positions in nearby Macy’s locations.  Macy’s colleagues have no bumping rights.  Should an 
employee be re-hired by Macy’s at a later date,  service date, pay rate and benefits will be in 
accordance with then-existing policies and practices.  No employees are represented by a union.
